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Returns to Syria

Crossings into Syria are primarily family-based, with Syrians comprising the majority of those
returning. Among the Syrian families interviewed, females account for approximately 53%.
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UNHCR Preparedness and Coordination

UNHCR is leading cross-regional preparedness and response coordination for potential cross-border
refugee movements, working with authorities, UN agencies and humanitarian partners. The Regional
Bureaux for Asia and the Paci c, the Middle East and North Africa, and Europe are working closely with
country operations to monitor developments and advance preparedness and response planning.

Should a response be required, emergency nancial aid would be the primary assistance modality,
supported by systems already in place in Afghanistan, Armenia, Iran, Iraq, Pakistan, and Turkiye and
through our global stockpiles and UNHCR’s mechanism to reinforce sta ng capacity.
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
