Following refugee screening and the registration of refugees who are new arrivals (Level
1 registration) at Ethiopia’s refugee entry points, a more detailed registration process
(Level 2 registration, which includes biometrics) is conducted in the camp.

Refugees are individually registered in UNHCR’s proGres database. Finger prints are
recorded to avoid double registration, photos are captured and food ration cards are
provided. Ration card numbers and household registration numbers are used for
identification, distributions and for referrals between partners.

Currently three different types of shelters are present in the camp: A) Emergency
shelters (5000+) are made out of tarpaulin sheets and poles and have a relatively short-
life span; B) UNHCR tents (1660+) provide shelter to larger families and have a life-span
of 8 months; and C) thatched shelters, known as tukuls (660 completed), have been
identified as the most durable and cost-efficient shelter option, although constructing
them is a labour-intensive and time-consuming process.

Tree main IPs are providing wash services in particular DRC for water supply trough
water trucking, MSF-H and NRC on sanitation and hygiene promotion. So far an average
500.000 litres of water is distributed in 24 water roto tanks and delivered on daily basis
for 48,439 refugees, maintaining water coverage to 10l/p/d. The sanitation coverage is
at 1:81 people/stance since 637 communal latrines are functional and used and 176
family bathing shelters constructed. Raising of awareness on hygiene practices and
prevention on water born disease are done through COAs approach coupling with jerry
cans and hand washing campaign.

Food distribution at Tierkidi is implemented by ARRA and is provided to refugees during
the first two weeks of every month by WFP. MUAC screening indicates SAM at 6.6% and
GAM at 21%. Nutritional survey is currently underway.

The following core relief items are provided in Tierkidi: sleeping mats, blankets, jerry
cans, kitchen sets, buckets, soap, and mosquito nets.
