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The majority of Syrians fled with their families.89% come from
Homs, Dara, Hama, and Damascus. 76.5 % of those coming from
Dara remain in Irbid, particularly in Ramtha. Those
originating from other areas move to Mafragq, Amman,
Ma'an and Zarqga.. Those originating from other areas move to
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60% of Syrians registered expressed fear of return due to the general security situation,
Other mainly fear of physical harm. 36% expressed fear of return due to their political opinion.
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
