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Finn Church Aid - FCA is an InternaƟonal NGO founded in Finland in 1947 and working worldwide on 
relief assistance, development cooperaƟon and advocacy. FCA is a rights-based actor. Its acƟon is guid-
ed by the humanitarian principles expressed in Code of Conduct for the InternaƟonal Red Cross and 
Red Crescent Movement and NGOs in Disaster Relief. Equality, non-discriminaƟon and accountability 
are the core if its acƟvity. FCA works with the poorest and most vulnerable people, regardless of their 
religious beliefs, ethnic background or poliƟcal convicƟons. FCA is commiƩed to operate for a sustaina-
ble impact of its acƟon, building on the skills of the local com-
muniƟes and strengthening the capacity of the civil society.

FCA is part of the ACT Alliance, a network of around 140 churches and 
affiliated organizaƟons working together in over 130 countries to cre-
ate posiƟve and sustainable change in the lives of poor and marginal-
ized people regardless of their religion, poliƟcs, gender, sexual orienta-
Ɵon, race or naƟonality in keeping with the highest internaƟonal codes 
and standards. The ACT Alliance has its own appeal for the Syrian crisis 
for Syria, Lebanon, Jordan, Turkey and Iraq.  

 

AcƟviƟes in the Jordanian host communiƟes on educaƟon and protec-
Ɵon are not included in the RRP6. In 2014 FCA is planning to work in 
Russeyfa, Zarqa, Irbid and East Amman with similar acƟviƟes to those 
implemented in the camps: literacy classes, English courses, computer 
classes, sport and recreaƟonal acƟviƟes. AddiƟonal life-skill trainings 
might be carried out as a response to newly idenƟfied needs.    

Similarly intervenƟons in the refugee camp of Arzaq are not included in the RRP6, given that this 
camp was not sure to be open unƟl recently. As soon as Azraq camp will be funcƟoning FCA will 
start the same acƟviƟes of Zataari and King Abdullah Park.
