  WHO is planning to implement NCD STEP survey in 
Jordan, objectives of the survey are: 
1. Gather information on NCD risk factors to help 

plan programmes and interventions 
2. Collect standardized risk factor data to enable 

comparisons, but allow flexibility 
3. Provide an entry point for middle income countries 

to get started on chronic disease surveillance 
4. Build capacity in the country 
5. Integrated approach an therefore relatively low 

cost 
 

 EMRO announced their plan to initiate an NCD 
care provision assessment in countries affected by 
the Syrian crisis. Timeframe for the mission is May-
