WASH Concerns:
- NGOs are kindly asked to report WASH / hygiene related diseases to WASH ( Bobbie Baker: bakerb@unhcr.org) /Health (Mona Kiwan: kiwanm@unhcr.org and Rajaa Halabi : Halabi@unhcr.org) coordinators in order to follow the issues from all perspectives; 
-UNHCR and UNICEF started a discussion in order to prepare a document including a preparedness and response plan to major outbreaks specially food and waterborne disease and hygiene related diseases. Discussion will go further with the MOPH and WASH and health working groups. The interagency document related to the preparedness and response plan for acute watery diarrhea will be taken into consideration.

Resettlement briefing:
-There are criteria to follow for assessment of the eligibility of the cases referred to RST; mainly the criteria are related to protection cases e.g: child labour, detention, survivor of violence, torture, SGBV..,
-Partners are kindly asked to refer cases using the Interagency referral form to Liz Peters (peters@unhcr.org)
- Despite having no quota for Medical resettlement, to keep on referring health cases including cases having disabilities and mental illnesses  
-The referral should be made confidential without raising expectations near the families
-Time for RST cannot be promising for urgent medical cases since it depends on the countries receiving the cases
-Family Unification cases: to be referred to Liz Peters; they may be provided counselling

TB screening:
-IOM presented their program related to screening for active Tuberculosis that started in May 2015 in Bekaa ISs with the coordination and support of the NTP program; the presentation included statistical data. So far, 16 Syrian cases with active TB were detected

PHCs related issues:
-Attendees reported a lack in NCD medication in central Bekaa; UNHCR requested to receive accurate data (which centers, medication…) in order to be able to address the problem
-FP: Medair started through its 7SDCs FP program including promotion and provision of FP kits
-Amel also promoted FP but they raise the challenges related to people accepting it 
-Folic acid to be provided free of charge and partners to share with us data related to centers charging it
-PHCs that are in need for Zinc to request it from the MOPH 
URDA project for Thalassemia and dialysis:
-The project title is Saving lives and is for 12 months duration with a fund around $1.5 Million 
-Thalassemia cases: can be supported for blood transfusion in Manara and Zahle governmental hospitals; so far they registered 32 patients under their program.  Dr Mouiin Mbarak is following on these cases. In order to provide the patients with the necessary medication (exjade or Desferal) a case by case study will be done 
-Hemodialysis sessions: cases are supported in Zahle governmental and Bekaa hospitals; so far 26 cases registered under the program- Dr Jamal Ibrahim is following on the cases
-Transportation isn’t covered under these projects

Aarsal updates:
-MHPSS activities started in Amel PHC in Aarsal through a coordination between Amel, MdM, IMC and UNHCR; the service is available one day a week and is free of charge. Psychotropic and neuroleptic medication are available in the center
