PHC related issues: 

-MTI will be discharging 250 patients from their  NCD MMU program/they are coordinating with the partners supporting surrounding PHCs to the patients locations in order to refer the cases there

-IMC briefed about the screening for diabetes in El Abrar PHC: 190 individuals screened ( 65 confirmed having diabetes or hypertension or both morbidities in the same time. This reflects the need for +40 screening for HTA and diabetes in all PHCs

- Beyond: doing vaccination in public schools for Lebanese and Syrian children. (polio, measles, MMR) ( will be completed before January. Any vaccination gap to be reported to UNICEF

-SAMS requested NCD brochures from WHO/ Edwina will follow on the available materials and will get back to us

-SAMS briefed about their project related to diabetic patients/ they recommended so that the partners to kindly fill in the matrix ASAP in order that the data to be used as advocacy for their fundraising proposal
