Community Gatherings reports on youth discussion with chair of CMWG
Talal from IRD went through the report compiled by IRD regarding the youth orientation and perceptions regarding community gathering.  He highlighted all questions and responses, including statistical trends. In general, the report shows less representation and participation of the youth in community gathering for reasons such as the respect for the opinions of elders and youth engagement in other activities in the camp. Accordingly, attendees addressed relevant questions and suggestions that mostly focused on more effective youth interaction in community gatherings.
Discussion points:
· The report is based on FGDs with refugees in the age category 12-19 years old, which excludes a significant youth age group between 20-24 years old.  For statistical consistency, the UN generally considers youth to be aged between 15-24 years old.  Youth interest in community engagement normally grows at ages older than 15 year old. 
· As young females were noticed to have reduced participation in community gatherings, it was recommended that encouragement messages of the importance of female involvement can be spread by Imams in mosques. To guarantee more involvement of community in general, IRD was also recommended to return to conduct some of the gatherings in mosques.
· A YTF member suggested including a question about volunteering opportunities in similar studies. 
IRD will pilot holding community gatherings for youth between the ages 15 -24 years separately from older community representatives in order for the youth to be able to address their perspectives without taking into account the influence of elders. The pilot will be held in two districts, one with active youth members (e.g. with a youth committee or other youth activity), while the second will be targeting a district without such an active group. The design of this new gathering will be shaped with participation of youth and YTF members among youth in selected districts will promote for it once it starts. 

Action Point: IRD will share the map of the 52 announcements boards once finalized with YTF members to be promoted in their centers.

Co-chairs informed the YTF about plans by FilmAid:
[bookmark: _GoBack]FilmAid has funding from Image Nation, based in Dubai, to cover 30 screenings total in the 3 camps of Azraq, Zaatari and EJC. The target group will be for girls aged 10-16/17, with a special focus on those not in school or at risk of dropping out.
The screenings will be of “He named me Malala” which is an inspiring film aimed to encourage girls not to allow anything to stop them from getting their education. The screenings will be followed by discussions and will be held with 15-20 girls in one screening.
FilmAid is also planning to conduct 15 film based workshops in the camps to provide girls within the same target group to build their self-esteem and create short 2 minutes films that will portray something in their lives, their family’s lives or the wider community that is important to them.
Action Point: Once FilmAid is granted registration authorization in Jordan, they seek to display the movie mentioned above, any interested organization to host such event can send an e-mail to co-chairs to be connected with FilmAid. 
ACTED mentioned the MHPSS report that was submitted at national level as it needs a focus on youth to be integrated.
Action point: ACTED to send the MHPSS report to co-chairs.
