CMWG Co-Chair to present on Protection FGDs with focus on youth 
In participation towards the camp strategic plan, CMWG conducted a two-week survey done at the camp level covering both males and females on protection issues in the camp. Talal, CMWG Co-chair briefed the group on the findings related to youth in the camp. 
Girls 15-24 
· See themselves in the camp for the coming years, females stated that they feel protected in the camp. 
· CP and early marriage and child labor were mentioned, a gap in the education was mentioned relating it to the opportunities in the host communities. Results showed interest to post basic skills training as a need in and outside the camp. 
· One of the main topics discussed in the CMWG is the complaint mechanisms in the camp, especially for WASH sector; the most preferred way for that was face to face feedback. 
· Results showed disrespect from service providers. Refugees mentioned that they expect humanitarian workers to show more compassion and respect when responding to refugees’ needs. 
· Not enough inclusive and supportive services for PWDs.

Males 15- 24 
· They felt safe in the camp, however freedom of movement is affecting protection environment. I.e. transportation environment inside the camp is one of the examples given. 
· Showed negative behavior towards livelihood activities in the camp and a concern in reduction of LH opportunities in the future. 
· Significant number showed that they don’t know about the complaint mechanism in the camp and also observed that they still do not have enough awareness of the service providers and who is doing what. 



Question: Are refugees afraid of using complaint mechanisms in the camp? 
Answer: refugees were not aware of the availability of this in the camp, Protection WG are preparing a booklet of complaint mechanisms to be distributed to all refugees. More info will be shared later on by protection WG. 
· Child labor and domestic violence concerned this target group.    

In response to the same questions, different findings and concerns appeared in different target groups based on their needs and perspectives. 

Action Point: Talal to share the questions and the results of the Survey with Co-chairs and check if needed to share with the group.

TECG Co-Chair to give update on last meeting at Amman level
· The group met last week to discuss higher education and TEVT opportunities linked to LH activities. They are now trying to coordinate with MoHE on ways to engage students in TE opportunities in Jordan.
· Positive on funding opportunities for Universities and vocational training opportunities, the group is trying to put together something to be used for advocacy as a minimum standard for findings toward HE.  

Question:  RI asked who is following up with the already engaged students in the universities? 
Answer: UNESCO responded that supposedly each partner is responsible for the follow up with their students and to support them, yet if organizations hear from beneficiaries they can contact Eddie, Raed or Leana and they will contact/connect with implementing partners. 
· Given the current circumstances around LH and work permits, student expectations should be managed carefully especially on the connection between what they are studding and what they might be working after graduation.

· UNWomen announced that they have a number of training opportunities for male and female organizations volunteers on women empowerment and mini vocational trainings.
· UNHCR protection is starting to create “unpaid” volunteer group to be the eyes and ears in the camp for protections cases identification and reporting, around 42 volunteers were recruited with a possible growth to reach 120 volunteers. volunteers will be wearing vests that says “Protection Volunteer”. 
· SRAD – emphasized on the importance of playing the royal anthem at the start of events in the camp. 
· SRAD and MoI are looking into leave permits and work permits. 
· UNHCR – updated that organizations should report all detention cases with no delay to UNHCR protection hotline: 0791420242
