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Issues addressed:
1. AMIF update.

The participants were informed about the recruitment through AMIF program
for the personnel that will be placed at the Hospitality Centers of Attica
Region. Information for the personnel that will be placed at Hospitals can be
found on the KEELPNO site. The personnel of the Centers will cooperate with
the NGO'’s personnel and after the initial placement and on-the- job training,
the common timetable of services will be examined and planned for each
Center.

2. Update of NGO’s 2017 planning and activities

The participants informed the group for their current activities and their
planning for 2017. The organizations which provide services in Northern
Greece, after the closing of the Centers, continue to provide services with
mobile units at hotels where refugees stay. A meeting with the Ministry of
Migration will be fixed in order to discuss in detail this matter.

3. Problems from the field
IFRC posed a question for the provision of wheelchairs and it was made clear
that such a program does not exist and only through private organizations can
be found.
Hospital doctors often prescribe drugs that are not available in hospital or

social pharmacies, creating thus problem for the NGOs. The procurement of
drugs through the AMIF program will be delayed due to the international
competition needed for it and NGOs should take this into account in their
planning.

Finally, the issue of medical waste at the island of Chios has been fixed, as,
UNHCR made an agreement with the responsible company.

4. Other issues
Save the Children has a database with educational material. Accessibility to
this material and possible reproduction will be examined.
A number of Protocols for the Management of cases are under development
and when ready will be shared with the group.
UNHCR will share the list with vulnerability criteria for housing.
