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CRISIS DECLARED OVER
DIMINISHING PASTURE

The Ministry of Production, Irrigation and
Agriculture on 12 June declared a crisis over
diminishing pasture in eight regions of the
central Sahel belt and in northern Chad.
Recurrent rainfall deficits in recent years have
accelerated desertification and reduction of
pastureland and water, particularly in the
Sabhel belt. The situation has significantly
worsened since February, leading to an early
pastoral lean season and livestock deaths.
Herders begun migrating earlier than usual.
This has sparked tensions over access to

Torrential rains in the capital Niamey and in
the western Tillabéry region have killed 14
people and affected around 3,300 others.
Eleven people were killed and 350 houses
destroyed following heavy flooding in
Niamey on the 13 and 14 June. In Tillabéry,
three people died following a deluge that
destroyed 45 houses and rendered 300
people homeless. Floods were also reported
in the southern Zinder and Maradi regions.
Relief efforts are underway. Around 157,000
could be affected by flooding this rainy
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compensation of victims as well as response
to hazards such as drought and bush fires.
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POLIO CONFIRMED IN TWO Conflict
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Cases of vaccine-derived polio have been
confirmed in the eastern Haut Lomami and
Maniema provinces, WHO reported on 13
June. They were detected in infections that
emerged between February and May. Plans

for improved surveillance, search for cases
and supplementary immunization are being
finalised.
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
