Relief International (RI):
Social innovation lab in Zaatari and Azraq, 
RI is opening 3 innovation labs in Zaatari camp, youth from the age of 14-18 are attending to work on innovative solutions towards social problems they identify. The youth are working with the limited resources in the camp. the programme is running over a 4 months’ period at which the youth will work and develop technical or social solutions responding to the needs. Innovation lab is a free space where young people can play, think and socially mix with other to discuss and share ideas. 
RI, mentioned some great deal findings on the social and cultural aspects. Female participation is higher towards their engagement in the programme. Also the young females are working with their peer male colleagues to find solutions and improvement suggestion.  
RI is also providing learning services support to children from the age 13-18, providing support to drop out students to engage again in the school and support in school students to achieve and progress in the formal schools.

European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD)
EBRD attended the YTF meeting and briefed about their programme in Jordan, EBRD are working in Amman to support the employment and training of youth to be engaged in the local market, they are focusing on retail and hospitality sectors as they work directly with the investors whom originally took loans from the bank, the programme is being implemented by education for employment and the youth are engaged after the training with hotels and malls (mainly in Abdali area). ERBD was mainly interested to understand types of services provided in the camp as a first step towards designing a programme that can support Syrians in Jordan. EBRD is already in contact with (UNHCR, ILO, MoL and USAID).
