AfE also prepared and will distribute multilingual

- METAdrasi Education Centre: MET Adrasi will soon start
offering Greek language classes for adolescents (12-14
years old), for unaccompanied minors, and for girls and
young women (15-22 years old) residing in VIAL RIC.
More updates will be shared once the new schedule is
finalized.

18+ years old (NFE/VIAL RIC and off-site):

- CESRT Language Centre: 34 people have registered the
past 2 weeks for lessons, while the number of regular
attendances has dropped. Three new, long-term English
language teachers will come this week.

- Imagine Centre: The Centre was closed on Friday and on
Sunday for Easter. With the increase of arrivals, new
registrations have been taking place.

Additionally, two scheduled activities are to take place:
(2) a visit to the Chios Mastic Museum and (b) a coastal
cleanup.
