Between January and November 2018, the majority of refugees and migrants in Greece arrived on Lesvos (13,945),
Samos (7,532) and the Dodecanese islands (4,450). In November, refugees and migrants arrived on ten islands. Lesvos
receives the highest numbers of people from Afghanistan over the overall number of sea arrivals in Greece in 2018, whilst
Chios mainly receives family groups from Syria and Iraq.
