This report was compiled by the Ministry of Labour’s (MOL) Syrian Refugee Unit (SRU) and
will provide the following:

e Total work permits issued to Syrian refugees.
¢ Disaggregation of work permits data by gender, type of permit, and location.
e Camp-specific work permits issuances.

May, 2019 2,243 permits issued

Of which issued from camps February 2017 31,141 permits issued
to May 31, 2019
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Highlights

e 2,243 WP’s were issued in May 2019, with decrease when compared
with last month April 2019 of 3,500 WP’s, and May 2018 of 3,145
WP’s.

e During May 2019, 302 flexible WP’s were issued in the construction
sector under the umbrella of the General Federation of Jordanian Trade
Unions (GFJTU), with total of 23,680 WP’s.

e 832 flexible WP’s were issued in May 2019 in the agriculture sector
under the umbrella of the cooperatives, with total of 52,041 WP’s.

e The eighth Grace Period for Syrian refugees Work Permits valid until 31
December 2019.

e Following the Council of Ministers approval on the automatic renewal
of Syrians work Permits issued in 10/1/2019, related mechanism and
procedures for work permits renewal are currently under development.
