 During August 2019, 1,747 flexible WP’s were issued in the construction 

sector under the umbrella of the General Federation of Jordanian Trade 

Unions (GFJTU), with total of 26,473 WP’s. 

 4,047 flexible WP’s were issued in July 2019 in the agriculture sector 

under the umbrella of the cooperatives, with total of 58,643 WP’s. 

 The eighth Grace Period for Syrian refugees Work Permits valid until 31
