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Key achievements

e By the end of 2019, USD 73,912,000 had been distributed as basic needs cash assistance to 186,000 vulnerable refu-
gees who live outside of camps

e By the end of the 4th quarter, USD 24,780.000 had been uploaded for winter cash support for refugees living out-
side of camps. More than 85,000 cases who live outside of camps were identified for Winterization Assistance. 99%
of these have been targeted by Basic Needs partners . 91% have already received funds to purchase four months of
heating costs.

Challenges faced during the reporting period

e Failure to meet sector’s fund requirements under the refugee pillar in 2019 is the main challenge with 37% gap of
fund.

e Winter funding was sufficient but arrived late, in the year resulting in some refugee families waiting until the 1st
quarter of 2020 for the funds.

Gaps and key priorities foreseen in the next quarter

¢ Gaps:

e Due to limited funding, the basic needs sector covered only 63% of the planned target with cash
based intervention.

e 25% of the camp population were not covered with the life saving Basic Needs support in camps that
includes basic core relief items and replenishment replacement kits

0  Key Priorities :

e The Basic Needs sector will continue to advocate to secure the required budget needed to continue
implementation of cash-based intervention activities in the urban context for next year.
