In support of the Government of Sudan’s response to the ongoing influx of 
refugees from Ethiopia’s Tigray region to eastern Sudan, UNHCR, partners, and 
other UN agencies set up a new refugee settlement in Tunaydbah-Gedaref State. 
First group of refugees were relocated to this site on January,2021 and individual 
biometric registration is ongoing. The dashboard below presents the population 
profile for Tunaydbah Camp. Reduction in the population figures for May as result 
of exclusion no show for assistance collection for past 8 months.
