	LCRP Social Stability Sector Funding Update – Q1 2023
The Social Stability sector is funded by 25 percent (USD 43 M) as of March 2023 versus the needs-based appeal budget (USD 171 M) of 2023. Noting that USD 540 M was made available in Q1-2023 under all the LCRP sectors, including funding directly received and carry-over/multi-year funding contributions made previously for 2023. The funding update is developed by analyzing and consolidating the figures shared by the LCRP sectors partners on Activity Info at the end of each quarter and it includes a summary per sector, including the Social Stability sector.
