O September 2024

As the war in Ukraine continues into its fourth school year, government officizls, humanitarian, and
development actors, a5 well as donors, need to devote further efforts to ensure inclusion of all refugee
childrer® residing in Meldova into the Moldovan education system. As of June 2024, only 2,325 Ukrainizn
children {1,175 girls and 1,149 boys) were enrolled in Moldovan schools and preschools and at least 130
attended online Ukrainian education within the school environment, out of an estimated school-zge
population of 28,104 children with the remainder believed to be either studying online using Ukrainian
learning platforms, conmecting with their Ukrainian schools, or not studying at =ll. The negative impacts
af children studying outside of = school setting are significant, including deteriorated lesrning outcomes,
protection risks including child Isbor, zexusl exploitation and abuse, early marriage, as well 25 impacts on
children's social and emaotional wellbeing, growth, and social isolztion, and ultimately reduced
engagement and social cohesion within the host communities.

The 2023 assessment "Learning Beyond Borders: Education Challenges and Opportunities for Ukrainizn
Refugee Children in the Republic of Meldova™ assessed refugee children attending Moldova schools, as
well a5 those studying the Ukrainian curriculum online. The assessment found that “mest children
reported dissatisfaction with online schools, as well as with their quality of learning” while “children
learning im-person mostly reported enjoying going to school in Maoldova.” Language barriers and
curriculum differences were cited as the most common barriers that prevented Ukrainian children from
attending Maoldovan schools.

This rozdmap lays out proposed steps that the Ministry of Education and Research (MER], with the
support of humanitarian and development partners and donors, proposs to take forward towards the
abjective of full inclusion of refugee children in the Moldovan education system. This document does not
attempt to highlight every needed action in the education sector, but to prioritize the main activities that
can be undertaken by the Ministry of Education and Research, with the support of donors and education

partmers.

Back to School Campaign:

The "Back to School" information campaign launched on
July 11th and continued until September 17th.

The goal set by NCUM in partnership with UNICEF Moldova was to
transition Ukrainian refugee children in Moldova from online
education to inperson learning in Moldovan lyceums and
gymnasiums. This aimed to ensure the right to education in a
school environment where socialization and integration into the
local community are possible.

The campaign also focused on enrolling children in Ukrainian-
language classes, which opened for the first time this year

at T. Shevchenko Gymnasium, and attracting Ukrainian teachers
to teach in these classes.

Another key objective of the campaign was to inform about
available state-funded spots in Moldovan universities, with
priority given to applicants from Ukraine, and the opportunity to
apply to colleges across the country.
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During the campaign, we created over 35 publications. These were
posted on the official pages of the National Congress of Ukrainians
of Moldova (NCUM) on Telegram, Viber, Facebook, and Instagram
three times a week or more, and were also shared by our team in
52 external groups (Facebook, Telegram, Viber, Instagram) where
Ukrainians in Moldova are present.

Most of these groups were created at the start of the war. The total
number of participants (organic reach of both Ukrainians and the
local population) exceeds 500,000 people.

Additionally, our campaign was promoted through paid advertising
on Meta platforms. From July 11 to September 17, we reached
266,732 people, and our posts received over 307,924 interactions.

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During the info campaign on the NCUM Telegram channel:
https://t.me/ncum_moldova , we also hosted a live session
with Dr. Ivan Duminica, Head of the Interethnic Relations
Policy Department at the Ministry of Education and
Research of Moldova.

He answered pressing questions from Ukrainians, which
we collected over the week via a Google form. People also
had the opportunity to ask their questions live during the
session.

We promoted the recording of the live info session
through paid advertising to ensure as many Ukrainians
as possible were informed about their rights and
responsibilities regarding education in Moldova. To
date, the live session recording has received 54,192
views on Facebook.

After the live info session, we strengthened our campaign
with an offline meeting organized at the Taras Shevchenko
Gymnasium. Ukrainian parents were invited, along with local

speakers: a representative from the Ministry of Education and
Research of Moldova, the head of the Protection Department
of NCUM, and the gymnasium's principal.
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On August 30th, at 3:00 PM, a meetingwas held at Shevchenko
Gymnasium where parents had the opportunity to discuss a range of
relevant issues with the school director, a representative from the
Ministry of Education and Research of Moldova, and the Head of the
Protection Department of the National Congress of Ukrainians in
Moldova (NCUM). Parents expressed concerns about enrolling in local
schools and transitioning from online to in—person learning.

The meeting addressed the following topics:

® & Romanian Language: An opportunity was offered for
individualized Romanian language studies in senior grades and free
access to Romanian language courses.

® ¢ Enrollment Documentation: The simplified document
submission process for displaced persons was confirmed. Parents
were informed about the mutual recognition of Ukrainian
educational documents in Moldova and Moldovan documents in
Ukraine.

m ¢ Opening of Ukrainian-Language Classes: Parents actively
expressed demand, leading to the addition of a 6th class beyond the
initially planned 1st, 4th, and 5th grades.

The info session was attended by 18 parents, 16 of whom were women
and 2 were men.
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During the info session, the NCUM team streamed the event
live on the organization's official Facebook page, specifically for
those who couldn't join in person and listen to the experts.

To inform more Ukrainian parents about this opportunity, we
held a live broadcast during the offline info session at the
Chekhov Lyceum.

According to PEOPLE IN NEED, through our combined efforts,
we managed to get 228 Ukrainian children, who were studying
online from home in Chisinau or other cities in Moldova, back
into classrooms.



For the first time as part of the "Back to
School" info campaign, NCUM
established a collaboration with the
Chisinau Transport Authority. Posters (A3
format) and flyers (A5 format) were
placed in 270 trolleybuses and 150
buses.

We also created an audio
announcement, which was played
through the speakers, informing
Ukrainians living in Chisinau about the
opening of classes with instruction in
Ukrainian at the Shevchenko
Gymnasium, and about the opportunity
to enroll their children in the city’s
schools and lyceums.

Additionally, we carried out an online survey among Ukrainian
parents to find out if they plan to enroll their children in local
schools.

Results from the 81 participants show that 70 answered YES,
and 11 answered NO.

Most of the reasons why parents do not plan to send their child to
a local school are that their children are already studying online in
a Ukrainian school. The second reason is that parents are
concerned that their child will struggle with learning Romanian.
The third reason is the lack of classes taught in Ukrainian. One
person mentioned difficulties with submitting documents, and
another reported being asked for the original personal file.

Among the reasons why parents decided to enroll their child in a
local school are the following: the child needs socialization and
interaction with a teacher, eyesight and posture are deteriorating
due to constant computer use, they cannot return to Ukraine due
to the war, the child is afraid to stay in Ukraine, online learning is
challenging, a class in Ukrainian is opening, they want their child
to learn in their native language, and so on.




Thanks to the information campaign, we were able

to create demand. Classes have started forming

at Shevchenko Gymnasium. In addition to the planned
1st, 4th, and 5th grades, a new 6th grade was created,
and we faced the problem of a shortage of teachers.

The low salaries have also contributed to this issue,
as potential candidates have come and gone.

Together with the Ministry of Education and the
Protection Department of the National Congress
of Ukrainians of Moldova, we organized a roundtable, _
inviting representatives from the Ukrainian Embassy ; F )

To date, as part of the National Congress of Ukrainians of
Moldova's "ROBOTA" project, we have managed to find five
educators, whom we have referred to UNHCR and CRC. With the
support of these organizations, the educators will receive housing
assistance.

Official statistics from the Chisinau City Hall, the Ministry of Education and Research of Moldova, and the Ministry of
Education of Ukraine on the number of children enrolled in the education system.

Chisinau City Hall Data (as of September 6, 2024):
Out of 151 public and private primary and secondary educational institutions under the Directorate General of Education, Youth,

and Sports (DGETYS), 45 institutions have enrolled Ukrainian refugee children. There are 1,353 refugee students registered with
DGETS for the 2024-2025 academic year.

At the "Taras Shevchenko" Gymnasium, four Ukrainian-language classes (Grades |, IV, V, and VI) have been opened this year for
91 Ukrainian refugee students. After the info campaign, the number of children at the gymnasium doubled and now stands at
290 students.

Ministry of Education and Research of Moldova Data (as of September 6, 2024):

There are 2,600 refugee students in Moldovan lyceums and gymnasiums, compared to 1,597 at the end of the previous academic
year. Additionally, 735 refugee children are attending kindergartens, up from 727 in June.

Ministry of Education of Ukraine Data:
As of the end of the 2023/2024 academic year, 2,520 students from the Ukrainian general education system were in Moldova and

participating in online learning, which represents 0.64% of the total number of externally displaced students.

The Ministry of Education and Research of Moldova points to the continuous migration of children. The slight increase in
numbers is explained by the fact that many children, along with their parents or guardians, are returning to Ukraine or moving
on to other countries, while others are transferring from rural schools in Moldova to Chisinau.

Based on the information we have gathered, a total of 5,120 Ukrainian children are studying in Moldova. Of these, 2,520 live in
the country but are participating in online learning through the Ukrainian school curriculum.



NATIONAL CONGRESS OF UKRAINIANS OF MOLDOVA

INFORMATION CAMPAIGN RESULTS:

-Information posts were shared in 52 groups with Ukrainian members.

-The total number of participants (organic reach of both Ukrainians and the local population) exceeded 500,000 people.

-The campaign was promoted through paid advertising on NCUM's pages on Meta platforms. From July 11 to September 17, we reached
266,732 people, with over 307,924 engagements.

—Posters, flyers, and audio announcements were distributed across 270 trolleybuses and 150 buses in Chisinau.

RESULTS OF UKRAINIAN CHILDREN’S ENROLLMENT IN SCHOOLS AND UNIVERSITIES IN MOLDOVA AS OF SEPTEMBER 2024

-At the end of the previous school year, there were 1,597 children enrolled in Moldovan gymnasiums and lyceums, and by the start of
the new school year, that number had increased to 2,600.

-At the end of the previous school year, there were 145 children at T. Shevchenko Gymnasium, and by the start of the new school year,
that number had risen to 290 (most of them from refugee families from Ukraine).

-By the start of the new school year, 228 children from Ukraine were enrolled in EduTechLabs.

-By the start of the new school year, 211 applicants from Ukraine were admitted to Moldovan universities.

According to the Ministry of Education of Ukraine, 2,520 children are studying online under the Ukrainian school curriculum while
residing in Moldova.
