Since the start of 2026, 465 individuals (including 345 new births and 111 new arrivals) have been registered in Rwanda. Among them are 7% of whom are new
arrivals from DR Congo 1% from Burundi and 15 % from Sudan; 77% remaining are mainly for new births and InSitu registration. There was an increase of 359
