631 from Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), 4 from Eritrea, 

401 from Ethiopia, 1 from Pakistan, 1 from Russia, 32 from 

Rwanda, 768 from Somalia, 34,382 from South Sudan, 1,216 from 

Sudan, 64 from Uganda and 1 from Yemen. In addition, the Sub-

Office has received 769 South Sudanese 'returnees' and their 

records reactivated; bringing the total arrivals figure to 38,851.

  

551 individuals were registered during the Thirty First week of 

2014 [27th July - 2nd Aug 2014]; 36 from Burundi, 29 from 

Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), 1 from Eritrea, 3 from 

Ethiopia, 20 from Somalia,  438 from South Sudan, 24 from 

Sudan and 1 from Uganda. As at 4th August 2014, the overall 

registered population in Kakuma Refugee Camp stands at 

169,652.
