* Please note figures have been rounded using a three tier method as follows. Figures below 100 were not rounded at all. Figures between 10 0 and 1,000 were rounded off to the nearest tenth, figures between 1,000 and 10,000 were rounded off to the nearest hundreth and all figures above 10,000 were rounded off to a
