	UNHCR Announcement on Registration
	Due to the huge number of Syrians seeking registration and the long waiting period, UNHCR decided to go to a different level registration process to meet the emergency requirements. The plan is register around 1,400 individuals on daily basis to complete all by the end of February 2013 with no remarkable delays. Similar UNHCR Asylum Seeker Certificate will be issued (full certificate, file number, photo for principal applicant), but with less documentation at our end. 

This will have an immediate impact for ongoing assistance, pending plans and future interventions. Hence, more coordination has to be made until end of March. Notably, an appeal for organizations with ongoing projects to record UNHCR files numbers and share it with UNHCR who will make it available to the larger group. Additionally, another subgroup (CARE, Medair, ADRA, SC) providing assistance to non-registered cases will be held on Monday Feb 4th, 2013 at 11h00 @ UNHCR.
