2)   Update on 
the CPMS 
contextualizati
on workshop 
 

On the 16- 18 of September 2013 , the CPMS contextualization 
workshop has been conducted with the prescnece of UN 
agencies, NGOs, and national stake holders. Th eaim of this 
workshop was to discuss further the implementation of the nine 
priority standards that have been selected for Jordan and to see 
how we can make them specific to our context and agree on a 
common work plan.  
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The nine priority standards that have been selected are the 
following: 
 
Standard 1: Coordination 
Standard 6: Child Protection Monitoring 
Standard 10: Psychosocial Distress and Mental Disorders 
Standard 12: Child Labour 
Standard 14: Justice for Children 
Standard 15: Case Management 
Standard 16: Community-based mechanisms 
Standard 20: Education and Child Protection 
Standard 21: Health and Child Protection  
 
In the CP meeting 8 October in amman, the additional standards 
that were suggested; UASC, IM and CFS, will be discussed with 
the members and if agreed upon, the contextualisation of these 
standards will be done. 
For UASC: UASC TF will prepare, for IM: UNICEF and UNHCR and 
for CFS: SCI and one more CP partner that participated in the CFS 
guidelines training. 
 

3 Discussion on 
the issue of 
children and 
GFD 
 

 The issue of children at the GFD has been discussed with the 
WG members in the presence of the WFP and SCI staff as 
well.  

 WFP has stated that starting from the 1st of September no 
children are allowed to enter the GFD area, which created 
angry reactions by most people. 

 SCI  and WFP has stated that children who are entering to 
collect food say that they donthav ean adult at home to 
collect food, or that they have vulnerable parents or no 
older siblings. 

 The issue raised that they don’t have access to data on 
vulnerable families (access to rice) , to discuss means of 
supporting these children. Also, it has been argues that Rice 
system does not have all needed data on vulnerability.  

 NRC said they don’t face this problem as NFIs are heavy and 
children cant carry it in most cases, and NRC uses the 
verification of numbers 

 ScJ suggested to coordinate with WFP to conduct awareness 
raising sessions with children who accompany their parents 
to collect food and do not join schools. 

 WFP said that in the coming period only Food vouchers will 
be distributed, and vouchers are only given to adults! 

 UNHCR mentioned the Verification system taking place and 
the invitation for the community are taking place within 
these two weeks 

 As an initial point, SCI will document the cases of children

4)  Updates 
from WGs and 
task forces 
 

 Youth task force: 
 

QS has a new project funded by OCHA on children in 
conflict with the law, which addresses 3 categories: those 
who are at risk of coming into conflict with the law, those 
who had already in conflict with the law and those who 
are being released from detention centers. This project is 
one of its kind in the camp. Pilot project starts Sept. 15th 
and runs for 6 months. 

 

 Education WG: 
School number two and three will open soon,  
The number of registration in schools vary a lot from 
time to time depending on the situation in the camp 

 

 Community mobilization WG: 
- UNWomen hosted a focus group discussion with 15 

Syrian women and 6 organizations. IRD briefed the group 
and circulated notes from the meeting. In general, the 
women agreed that they want to have a women’s 
committee. 
 

- The concept paper, in rough draft form, was emailed and 
hard copies were given to the group along with a draft 
list of rules and guidelines that should apply to all 
committees. Organizations are asked to review the 
documents and contribute their comments. After 
receiving feedback UNHCR/IRD will come up with a final 
draft document by the next meeting.
