In addiƟon, CARE is partnering with UNHCR, preparing for 
the opening of another camp for Syrian refugees in the 
vicinity of the central eastern city Azraq. CARE has estab-
lished four community compounds that will provide ser-
vices to up to 50,000 refugees out of a total 100,000 refu-
gees that are envisaged to populate the camp over the 
course of 2014. Within the camp, CARE is the designated 
leader for community mobilizaƟon, informaƟon dissemi-
naƟon, case management and the provision of referrals to 
the relevant service providers. Furthermore, on arrival of 
the refugees, CARE ensures all arriving refuges receive 
key informaƟon in an easily digesƟble manner, with the 
aim to facilitate access to and knowledge of all services 
available to the camp inhabitants.   

Sahab lives with her husband and their son in a tent on 
the outskirts of Amman. In three months she will give 
birth to another child. “This is not the place where I 
wanted my children to grow up. I want them to have a 
beƩer future. But for now this is all I can give to
