1. Update on action points of last meeting
· Lebanese Red Cross (LRC) is distributing food parcels to unregistered and non-eligible registered Syrian refugees in Sour and Chebaa (Hasbaya). Data collected by LRC is cross-checked with UNHCR Progres data base and UNHCR/WFP VaSyr list. 
· Action Point: List of LRC should also be cross-checked with Sheild’s list of New Comers Assistance
· Pending Action Point: Update data-sharing agreement between UNHCR and WVL
2. Outcomes of Qatari winterization assistance
· Qatari winterization assistance: allowed to extend the winterization assistance to the non-eligible registered refugees. Priority was given to this category living above 500 m or just below 500m. 

· Out of a target of 1,230 families, Solidar Suisse, CISP and SHEILD reached 1,107 families  

· Action Point: UNHCR to provide guidance to partners on what to do with the left-overs

3. RRP6 revision and coverage of New Comers assistance
· Overview of prospected needs in winterization and NFI assistance for New Comers presented to WG. Prospections were based on an increase of the South refugee population up to 150,000 individuals by end of Dec 2014. PPT is attached to the minutes. 

· Partners were invited to share with the WG the updates of their respective programs and possible submissions made for the RRP6: 

· Solidar Suisse: targets 500 unregistered HH with core relief households
· DRC: submitted RRP6 proposal to cover 5,000 HH with winterization assistance; in April 2014: Sheild/DRC new comers programme assisted 1,236 HH

· WVI: assists 1,200 unregistered refugee HH in Saida (Sahel Zahrani), Bint Jbeil and Tyre; assistance include 167$/HH (150$ for NFI, 17$ for FI)

· IOCC: distribution of hygiene and baby kits to 500 unregistered refugee HH in Nabatieh

· Action Point: Solidar Suisse, and IOCC to cross-check distribution lists for unregistered refugees to avoid duplications, as well as, list of New Comers of SHEILD.

· INTERSOS: distributed children winter clothing during the 2013-2014 winter; might distribute hygiene, baby and dignity kits to ensure rotation of UNICEF stocks and avoid expiration of the consumables.
· Action point: INTERSOS to consult HK & BK Task Force South ahead of distribution to avoid duplication with other WASH actors
4. Distribution of solar lamps in ITS
In partnership with Solidar Suisse and CISP, UNHCR will distribute solar lamps to the population of the ITS in Sour, Marjayoun, Hasbaya, Saida and Jezzine. The assistance will target all HH living in the same settlement regardless of the nationality and registration status. Population lists of ITS Sour, Marjayoun and Hasbaya are kept updated. 
· Action Point: Solidar Suisse, ACF, PU-AMI and UNHCR will collaborate to get updated population lists of IS in Saida.
