- Activities: WASH in schools in corporation with GIZ, 

covering 6 schools in Mafraq and Badiya.  
- Besides adding latrines to schools and waste water 

management, Future Pioneers have awareness campaigns 
for teachers and students.   

 
 
- Since 2013, SDC has been supporting sanitation activities 

in Zaatari. 
- In 2015-2018, SDC has activities in Protection and 

livelihood sectors, as well as WASH. 
- Support installing a new water network in Gaza refugee 

camp.

water filling stations around the camp: loop) Rehabilitation 
of 1st BH or drilling of new BH

baby hygiene and pregnant women kits.

Implementation will start soon.
