	Meeting Minutes
	1. Mapping of local Community Based Organizations per governorate 
· A list of CBOs can be obtained from the Ministry of Social Development however they are not always active 

· Governorates per CHTG members are as follows:

i. Mafraq - Mapping in Mafraq is going on by ACTED; will send in a few days
ii. Zarqa - PU AMI; Dan will circulate a map for the CBOs they are working with and will look for more
iii. Ramtha – MdM; received  a list of clinics but still working on CBOs
iv. South Jordan - Save the Children; Heba to send in a few days’ time
v. Amman - Handicap International; working on this
vi. Jerash - JRC and IFRC; information is being compiled into English
vii. Irbid – Medair; work in progress
viii. Balqa - ? Oxfam; Elsa to follow up with Doa’a
· Those not in the list above can share their information with the relevant agencies per governorate
i. IRD will share a list of the CBOs they work with nation wide

· Information to collect:

i. Names of the CBOS and location and contact details
ii. Services provided and to whom
2. Matrix of CHV payments and discussion around the labour law

· Matrix of CHV payments is an internal document only.  It was done to review once again the different payments made by agencies and how we can try to agree on a rate

· The legal discussion came up again but none of us actually have seen it in writing and it is not mentioned in the labour law, we will contact lawyers to try to get concrete information
3. Future of the CHTG and voting for a new chair
· Members during today’s meeting are willing to continue with CHTG meeting, the meetings especially useful for information sharing and learning from each other
· We can change the structure of the meeting e.g. delegation of tasks more

· Limit the meeting to 1.5 hours and 2 or 3 agenda items

· If people are consistent with giving feedback by email time can be reduced in the meetings

· Elsa is willing to continue to co-chair but as she has to travel she will need another co-chair

· Heba from SC Jordan is willing to support as co-chair.

· Dan will discuss internally with PU-AMI and Rami will discuss internally with IRC to see if they can chair in the future
· To vote for chair and co-chair next month

4. Identifying the areas with the most Syrian refugees

· Jacinta tried already to get this information from REACH and UNHCR. Maps exist of Syrian population in communities but it is 2 years old. A recent one was done but of ITS. 

5. World Refugee Day

· Agencies can inform their staff at governorate level and this could be an opportunity for agencies at field level to link up and try to do a combined activity

6. REC campaign – Dinah UNHCR – Routine immunisation – community health volunteers can help to promote – Dinah will share contact details to request flyers – highlight this is on ongoing approach 

7. Training on NCDs particular for clinic staff – invitation will be send soon – Date: June 7 – 10 

8. Small taskforce on NCD materials will be set up, as part of NCD taskforce

	Agency updates
	Updates from agencies (only major updates)

· Medair: continuation in current program, more focus on CBOs. This month in May distribution of health and hygiene kits and diapers to vulnerable refugees and Jordanians in the community. Target: 600 HH
· MdM: started mobile clinic in Ramtha. Schedule attached with this minutes
· SCJ: extension until end of June and hopefully beyond that. All else the same. Arranged for 3 workshops for MoH and 2 are done already in Aqaba and in Amman. Next week it will be done in Karak for midwives, nurses and nutritionists on IYCF. 
· IRD: finished funding MoH training in RH, dental health, communicable and NCDs, violence (262 nurses, doctors and midwives) in all governorates in the north. Other activities are continuing as usual. Health educators are continuing in violence, women’s health breast cancer done for waiting patients in health facilities
· IRC: planning to add more CHVs in Irbid and Mafraq with more focus on Ramtha. Will be deploying a 3rd mobile outreach clinic from next month targeting disabled people and doing home visits
· JRC/GRC: project is ongoing until end of June; another project is planned for but waiting for confirmation from the donor. Would start in July for 18 months and would extend out of Irbid city into some rural areas
· JRC/IFRC: ending the baseline in Madaba, Marj al Hamam and in Jerash. Started in Mafraq and to start soon in new areas in Amman and in Ajloun
