Follow up on previous minutes:

1. Miscarriage log book: Each facility providing RH services need to provide data using the miscarriage log book. The log book is not only for camps but also includes host community. This log book also covers post abortion/miscarriage care. MoH has not yet provided their approval

· Action point: 
· UNFPA to finalize and print the log book

2. IYCF: Save the children is setting up a training for the IYCF champions from other agencies

· Action points: 
· All interested agencies to nominate their IYCF champions. It could be more than one candidate. 
· UNFPA will circulate invitation after the meeting
· UNFPA to share previous presentation on IYCF framework that was presented in the last RH SWG meeting 

3. SRH for young people/ early marriage: FP is a key element to address early marriage. Delaying pregnancy will decrease risks to the young girl. Early marriage is prevalent however the health providers are now aware of the issue and bringing it up. Suggestion to use the preconception guidelines.

· Action points:
· Need to start reporting on success stories and challenges
· Set up a session on preconception for a future RH meeting


4. STI and HIS reporting: UNFPA has been conducting on Job trainings on syndromic approach for diagnosis, management and follow up of STIs.
·  Action points:
· All agencies and NGOs who provide RH service should report on weekly basis on STIs.	

		
Interventions for improving Maternal, Neonatal and Child health ( IMPAC):

· UNFPA did a presentation on the main interventions for improving Maternal Neonatal Child Health   based on WHO guidelines (IMPAC- Integrated Management of  pregnancy and Childbirth). 
· IMPAC highlights activities that can be conducted in different settings. Also, provide a guide on health education for pregnant women and home care.
· Women with  3 consecutive  repeated (Habitual) miscarriages need to be investigated and  post abortion care and Family planning counselling should be provided 
· Action point: 
· UNFPA to share IMPAC presentation electronically
· All partners to work on provision of quality RH services and more supervision and monitoring on service delivery 


Jordan Response Plan (Health Task Force)
· Ongoing process to finalize work plan
· Consists of a 3 year plan from 2016-2018 based on vulnerability assessment
· PSS includes outputs ,indictors activities, estimate of target population and budget
·

UN agencies and NGO’s are submitting project summary sheets(PSS)  based on specific sector objectives for refugee and resilience. 

Health Access Assessment for New Iraqi Refugees in Jordan; preliminary study (UNHCR)

· Concern for significant gap regarding dissemination of information of services to Iraqi refugee population
· No adequate IYCF program for this population
· No clear policy and inconsistency in regards to health care for Iraqi refugees
· UNHCR has developed communications strategy which is ready for printing and reviewing before finalizing

· Action point 

· UNHCR to circulate PDF Matrix and share presentation 
· Suggestion to collaborate with religious leaders as a method of communication for Iraqi refugees
· Other  agencies to assist UNHCR in completing PDF Matrix of services available to Iraqi Refugees


Hepatitis B screening for pregnant women

UNFPA is in the process of finalizing Hepatitis B Screening protocol jointly with UNHCR to be utilized in Zaatari and Zarqa Camps as per requested by MOH, based on existing National Guidelines. The 2 agencies will be supporting the screening process and preventive measures through provision of immunoglobulins and Hepatitis B vaccine. 
· Action point 
· UNFPA to share protocol and procedures after final approval by MoH

AOB:
[bookmark: _GoBack]For the infertility guidance draft, discussion  was made that we should do more awareness and guidance for the couples on where to seek advice for investigation and management. They all agreed that it is a human right issue but most donors will not be willing to support interventions on Infertility.



Agency Updates:

MOH: DoH reiterated to all agencies, the importance of verifying the information being disseminated and to ensure that DoH is informed on reports concerning health issues. MoH  participated in preconception guidelines discussions with HSS II

SHOPS: 5 year program related to FP in private sector is coming to a close. There is discussion regarding potentially implementing project in the private and public sectors. 

IFRC: Has observed a decline in births this month, estimated 20 vaginal deliveries and 22 Cesarean sections (majority were elective).  This is thought to be because of a decline in population in Azraq camp.

JICA: new project with MOH on strengthening RH and FP services within the primary health care services in villages, as host community needs more support.

IFH: Capacity building of health care providers and CBO’s on RH and GBV issues. The coming CMR trainings should be discussed further with UNFPA to involve  more GBV focal points, 

UPP: In this month, have provided services to  around 700 beneficiaries , the majority of which have received ANC and FP services, and STIs infection treatment. Next week, they will hold a training related to GBV prevention and case management and are planning on including RH providers in order to ensure integration of RH and GBV services.

JWU: Have noticed an increase in needs within their ophthalmology project, which will run until the end of October.

IMC: is planning to conduct post abortion care workshop and preparing for field visit on Sunday with UNFPA.

HSS: Project will be officially closing at the end of October. Last major vent will be held in November to celebrate program success. 
UNFPA: There will be a planned visit to Azraq camp to identify the partner who will be able to take over the IFRC hospital services regarding deliveries and C/S. UNFPA is working closely with its partner to strengthen the provision of quality comprehensive RH services.
