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· Follow up on action points:

· Post Abortón Care: Basad on the new implementation of Miscarriage logbook in the camp and urban setting, there is a need to follow up by all partners and agencies on monthly documentation and information sharing.
· Action point: 
· Strengthening the PAC and Family planning counselling.
·  Printing the new log book.
·  Follow up on reporting at host community.
· Breast feeding counselling 

· IYCF friendly framework /links to RH SWG /IYCF champions: Other partners need to be identified.
· Action point:
· SCJ will set a training for those identified from partners as IYCF champions
· Breast feeding promotion and maternal nutrition: Lactation Amenorrhea method (LAM) is a good method for birth spacing. Infant formula are less distributed 
· Action point:
· BF education and Promotion through ANC and PNC visits
· Implementation of the BMS code will control the Infant formula distribution 
· Counselling for the first time mother and family support is needed 

· SRH for young people/Early marriage: among Syrian is culturally accepted. Number of reported cases of GBV within the GBVIMS is high (25%) for the period May – December 2014. 
· Action point
· Strengthening the counselling and awareness raising among community with male involvement 
· Delay of first pregnancy if possible through awareness and individual counselling 
· Family planning counselling and encourage the use of IUCD to delay pregnancy
· STIs and HIS reporting :
· Action point: 
· A need to conduct training courses on STIs syndromic approach in coordination with MoH. There is a need to do on Job training in the camp as it would be difficult to involve the staff in long trainings due to shortage of staff. Also ,the training contents   should be updated as the same training are conducted each year with same content , and the staff are already trained on those topics so need to revise the training curriculum.
· We have to target men as they are seeking more information. 
· Focused Group Discussions is better way of counselling than individual male councellings. 

· Agency Update 

· MOH:  There is a need to train health worker on health education and awareness raising. MoH have trainers that can assist in facilitating the training course for other agencies and NGO’s 

· IFH: capacity building of health care providers and CBO’s  on RH protocols and CoC and referral pathways. Two awareness session in Zarqa and Deirallah . In July event on celebrating the international  refugee day ,awareness session on RH/GBV conducted at CC,  Zaatari and KAP involving youth and men were . 
· JICA: new project with MoH on strengthening RH and FP services at peripheral health centers in (remote villages) in 4 governorates in Amman.
· IFRC: Providing Secondary services to referred cases from IMC(cesarean section)
· HSS: Supporting 4 training workshop in 4governorates on FP. Provided FP services to Abo-Obiada hospital and working with MoH on preconception manual.

· UNHCR: Update on cash system -Pilot phase: UNHCR is planning to start a pilot project on using CASH assistance for accessing health services amongst Syrian Refugees. It is targeting Syrian Refugees who meet the referral criteria and access health care at the Non-insured Jordanian rate. 
· IRC: IRC will be holding 3-day trainings on RH/GBV/Clinical Care for Sexual Assault Survivors (CCSAS) for interested MOH, UN, and NGO health practitioners in( July and August) to be held in Amman. In the coming months, the IRC will be piloting Community Reproductive Health Volunteers (CRHVs) in Irbid and Mafraq. The IRC will be starting partnerships with local labs this coming month in Mafraq and Ramtha, so will be providing free essential lab tests, including for our RH patients. 
· Tdh/Italy : Currently awaiting approval from MoPic for the Syria Joint Response (SJR) Project that aims to Increase equitable access to health services for Syrian women and child refugees as well as vulnerable Jordanians in Zarqa.
· Medair :Our nutrition project within all JHAS clinics will finish 31 July. Medair is planning to continue the current project in Irbid more focused on awareness raising on SGBV, psychological trauma care, Reproductive health including referral pathways with community health approach. 
· Alianza por la Solidaridad : a clinic was opened on 14th  July in partnership with IFH in Madaba to provide  RH &  GBV services and  awareness sessions. We’ve just published a study on masculinities: “ Men’s Perceptions, Attitudes and Practices towards Reproductive Health and Sexuality in the Occupied Palestinian Territory, Lebanon and Jordan”. Also, just began a study on GBV in Lebanon and Jordan, the Jordan part is being conducted by the Information and Research Center - King Hussein Foundation.
· JHAS: Introduction on  the  Clinical Data Management (CDM) which will be implemented in Zaatari for collection of data at site 3.Also,working closely with partners in awareness sessions and involvement of male and female in joint activities.

· IMC: training of community health volunteers about early marriage and counselling sessions on FP. Awareness sessions on RG/GBV issues is held at sites including family planning massages on use of injectable Depo-provera and IUCD.
· UNFPA: Distribution of pregnancy wheels to MoH, other partners and NGO’s. The new templates for Monitoring and Evaluation were completed and will be distributed to partners. Integration of RH and GBV services for Syrian refugees.

· AOB: Iraqi health services utilization and coverage: Template to be shared with partners and other agencies to update the information available.
