= Lebanon and the Europe Refugee/Migrant Crisis: 520,957 arrivals to
Europe by sea in 2015

= |t was noted that the majority of onward movement from Lebanon is transit

directly from Syria (estimated 6-7,000 per week through Tripoli Port)




Briefing note on the “Seven factors behind the movement of Syrian

refugees to Europe” was shared with partners

Initial observations from protection monitoring partners in Lebanon:

o Legal residency, cost of living, livelihoods

o Individual experience of exploitation or protection concerns

o Family reunification

Continued advocacy:

o Ensure protection space and access to humanitarian services/
livelihood opportunities

o Encourage greater burden sharing through resettlement and other

humanitarian programmes.

RAIS Overview (UNHCR)

Refugee Assistance Information System (RAIS) is a complementary
system to UNHCR’s registration database progress, an online, simple
Assistance Tracking database

In Lebanon, around 38 organizations ( 500 active users) are using RAIS

RAIS Benefits

o Keeps refugee information up to date

o Prevents duplication of efforts

o Helps to provide targeted assistance to persons of concern
o Reduces fraud and abuse of assistance services

o Provides efficient reporting tools

o Maintains security of data

Back to school Campaign (UNICEF/UNHCR)

Back-to-School Campaign (BTS 2015/2016) was launched by the minister
of Education on September 21, 2015 to promote formal, free and
accredited education for all Lebanese and non-Lebanese children

Formal basic certified education in public schools is free for every child
this year.

BTS campaign involves all partners in the Education Sector with support
of partners from other sectors (Protection, Child Protection, Shelter,
Health, WASH and Basic Assistance)

Outreach activities were conducted (including household visits,
awareness sessions, distribution of leaflets and posters)

Accelerated Learning Program (ALP) is a certified pre-formal programme

that targets Lebanese and non-Lebanese girls and boys aged 9 to 17
who have been out of school for more than 2 years

A question was raised on individuals not being able to register due to
incomplete vaccination cards, it was advised that families need to be
referred to PHC centers to get the card.

Issue of child labor and how to reach out was noted. Advocacy/
Awareness campaigns are being mobilized to raise/resolve cases
