Summary of Discussions and Action Points

1. Action Points from Previous Meeting: Review and Follow-Up

· Not all partners provided their feedback on the health matrix. A reminder about the importance of sharing such information in order to have a clear picture on the services and to avoid duplications and gaps. 

· IOCC’s list of PHCs in Akkar to be supported with Nutritional activities is to be finalized list by the end of the month

· UNFPA reminded the HWG on the need to request the RH commodities. All PHCs (even PHCs not within the MoPH network) and MMUs can benefit from RH and FP commodities. Farah to share the email of RH commodities again.
2. Presentation on Soins Infirmiers et Development Communautaire (SIDC) health activities (hereby attached in English & Arabic):
· Services are currently not available in the North; however, SIDC has the capacity to extend to the North if they get the needed funding. Partners can directly contact Nadia for sessions and any type of interventions needed.
· NAP (National AIDS Program): provide testing and counseling; however, case management and follow up of cases is not provided. NAP contact: 01566100.

3. Presentation on Breast Milk Substitute (BMS) distribution by IOCC:
· With the approach of the fasting month, charity NGOs start distributing BMS for babies (milk formula). IOCC provided a presentation on the importance of breastfeeding and emphasized on the illegality of BMS distribution in Lebanon. 
· New project: IOCC funded by UNFPA will provide lactation trainings and advocacy in Halba Governmental hospital and NDP. 
4. QRC health activities in the North: 

· QRC contribute up to 1000 USD (Ceiling) in Tripoli Governmental Hospital for Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) cases only.
5. Partners updates:
· Caritas has started supporting El Najdeh Chaabieh PHC in Kfarsaroun in Koura beginning of April.

· IOCC informed the HWG on the new decision of MoPH to suspend screening activities for malnutrition cases of children less than 5 years of age. However, referral of suspected cases of Malnutrition as well as treatment is still provided in the supported PHCs.
· UNHCR updated the HWG on the temporary suspension of registration for the time being based on the new GoL decision. Persons of concern will still benefit of Secondary Health Care coverage at the contracted hospitals. IMC raised the concern regarding patients approaching the contracted PHCs.
