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JANUARY HIGHLIGHTS: 
Erbil: 
Darashkran:The site development work has started to extend area for 200 families.  
Kawergosk: Work of improving the kichens has started for for 512 kitchens in the camp perment site out of which  200 families will benefit from the 
improvement work by February. 
Duhok: 
Akre:  Installation of the sandwich panel partition walls in all the the camp has completeted according to the Bill of Quantity (BoQ).  Also, the sanitation work 
has completed by 80%, work continue to complete the remaining part in February.  
Planning for improvement (Layout, BoQ) are implemented in the camps as following:  
Domiz 1: Improvement continues for shelter development (additional concert sabs to the tents, kitchen and latrines): 348 families will  benefit from the plan. 
Domiz 2:  216 families will benefit from the plan for the extension of the area of the camp.  
Gawilan: The plan also covers the development of 26 tens for refugee singles.  
Duhok Non- camps: The UNHCR quick random monitoring regarding the non-camp shelter projects implemented by UN Habitat in 2014 reveals that there i s a 
question of rental increase and threats of evictions by house owners. For now, following UNHCR intervention through its shelt er partner UN Habitat and with 
the support of local authorities, the question seems to under control.  
In Sumel district (near Domiz camps), 235 houses were renovated. They were handed over to 362 families (1,619 persons).

NEEDS ANALYSIS: 
The objective of the sector is to provide adequate and targeted shelter 
support to Syrian refugees living in camps, in order to reduce vulnerability 
and physical settlement issues within the camps.   
  

Notwithstanding that the main focus for the shelter sector are the camp 
refugees, there are some urgent needs for the non-camp population. These 
include advocacy for continued refugee residency in host communities, 
upgrades to the dwellings of refugees living in non-camp settings, and the 
prevention of informal settlements in urban areas. 
 
In this non-camp setting, families that include persons with specific needs 
(PSNs) will be targeted for assistance first, while mixed approaches will be 
taken for those non-PSNs. 
Community outreach and protection services will be engaged in the 
beneficiary selection, so that those benefiting from shelter assistance will 
be based on demonstrated need. 
 
  

In Domiz camp in Duhok, the area of the camp remains not enough to 
accommodate the existing refugee population (45,093 persons). The 
available space per person remains less than UNHCR standard (30 sq. m per 
person). There is a need for Shelter improvement.  
  

In all the camps, Improvement is required in the sewage treatment, 
network and waste water management need improvement, as part of 
WASH projects.
