were active at the RAP. UNHCR/DRC/SPDE 
distributed 85 winter boots, 22 winter jackets, 
UNHCR blankets, bottled water, while UNICEF and 
Philanthropy/CRS distributed other non-food items. 
UNICEF/DRC hosted 10 children and 4 women in 
their child friendly space.  

UNHCR-funded buses transported approximately 
1,060 asylum-seekers from Miratovac village to the 
Reception Centre (RC) in Presevo. 

1,407 asylum seekers, mainly from Syria, but also 

from Afghanistan and Iraq, were registered at the 
Presevo RC. Around 550 people stayed overnight in 
the RC and outside. 

UNHCR, SCRM, Police, the Medical Centre, Red 
Cross, UNICEF/DRC, Caritas, DRC, and Remar 
assisted asylum seekers 24/7 at the Presevo RC. 
UNFPA, IOM, Natan, Humedica, ADRA, Care 
international/Nexus, SOS Children, OXFAM 484, 
Global Medic and Youth for Refugees only during the 
day. Save the Children, APC, Youth for Refugees, 
Atina, Border Free, Mercy Corps and MSF assisted 
outside the RC.  

UNHCR assisted asylum seekers and distributed 
winter boots, UNHCR blankets, socks and water 
bottles. Medical assistance was provided to 185 
asylum seekers inside the RC and the clinics of MSF, 
Humedica and Natan. UNICEF/DRC/CSW hosted 
181 children and 87 mothers in the child friendly 
space.  
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EAST

49 asylum seekers arrived in Dimitrovgrad and Negotin from Bulgaria. They were all from Afghanistan (47 men, 4 

women and 4 children). Following their registration, asylum seekers boarded busses headed to Belgrade.   

The Red Cross, Sigma Plus, UNHCR, DRC and Divac Foundation distributed food, water, clothes and blankets. 

Praxis is present outside the centre and distributed some clothing. WAHA provided medical assistance to asylum 

seekers in Dimitrovgrad 24/7. ADRA and Red Cross distributed food and water in Negotin.  

BELGRADE 

549 asylum seekers were assisted in Belgrade. They were from Afghanistan, Algeria, Morocco and Pakistan. 

Among them 2 unaccompanied and separated children (UASCs) were identified and referred to the competent 

local authorities. 

Most sought aid in food, clothes, use of Internet and referrals to various services, including registration. SCRM, 

UNHCR/DRC, Red Cross, Asylum Info Centre and Refugee Aid Serbia at Miksalište assisted them.   

WEST

1,808 asylum seekers departed to Croatia on two trains. New boarding procedures were implemented in the early 

morning at Sid Train Station, with Serbian police checking documents (instead of Croatian police) of refugees and 
migrants. 

UNHCR/HCIT assisted them prior to and during the boarding, and distributed over 100 UNHCR blankets, 800 WFP 
HEB, 828 water bottles, 156 winter jackets, boots, UNHCR bags and hygienic packages.  

WAHA and IDC/Sid Health Centre treated 35 asylum seekers at the train station. 

The situation in the Adasevci RAP was calm and orderly, with asylum seekers having access to various assistance 
and facilities while waiting to be taken to the Train Station. 

UNHCR, SCRM, Police, APC, Red Cross Serbia, MSF, CRS/Divac Foundation, BCM, REMAR, OM and Czech 
Volunteers assisted asylum-seekers 24/7, and others World Vision, Intersos, TDH, EHO and NSHC during the day.  

MSF provided medical assistance to 228 asylum seekers generally for respiratory infections and BCM/Sid Health 
Centre had other 85 patients. The UNICEF/WV/CSW child friendly space was closed during the day. 

The Red Cross distributed food on the buses while asylum seekers were waiting to board the train. REMAR offered 
180 litres of hot tea and 180 litres of hot soup. CRS/Divac Foundation distributed adult and children’s winter clothes 
and footwear.
