-	For WASH related referrals such as (waste water flooding, open defecation, latrines in bad status, cesspit flooding, open sewage, poor waste management, WASH-related diseases) email lebzawsh@unhcr.org
-	UNICEF should be taking over the WASH referrals in the Bekaa as of next month. This is pending confirmation however.
-	For Shelter-related referrals such as: burnt tents, shelter for new comers, torn plastic sheeting, broken timber etc. email lebzashl@unhcr.org
-	WASH/Shelter related issues are referred to WASH/Shelter partners while health concerns are referred to Mona Kiwan as well as MoPH PHC coordinator in the area. 
-	Note: Referrals to UNHCR are low. This warrants further attention from actors working in the Bekaa

-IMC will stop its support at the end of June to 6 PHCs in the Bekaa area which were funded by ECHO
After much follow-up to ensure that there will be no gaps in coverage, MTI will take over the support of 2 PHCs MTI’s support of a 3rd PHC (Rafic Hariri) in pending confirmation.
Medair will support 2 SDCs (Chmestar and Rafeed) that will be covering the gap in access of patients to Primary health care where 2 of IMC supported PHC’s wills stop at the end of June.

- Amel also has a PHC in chmestar thus no gap in that area.

-Rafic Hariri PHC in Arsal will no longer be supported by any partners but there are 7 supported PHCs in the area which Syrian Refugees could access

-	IOM will stop their support to Taalbaya and Bar Elias PHCs by the end of June.  MTI are following with Taalbaya PHC management to take over the PHC if the agreement were finalized.

-With the change in municipalities, there was a challenge faced in maintaining support to PHCs or maintaining PHC management. UNICEF is working with MoPH to avoid a change or to intervene if such issues arise.
Health actors are asked to report any such issues.

-Malnutrition management centers will be maintained with the fees being covered by MoPH through Beyond.
