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Definition of “adequate shelter”:
	Minimum internal covered area per person
	Minimum total site surface area per person

	- 4 m2 where shelter includes private bathroom 
OR 
- 3.5 m2 where communal WASH facilities are provided. 
	- 35 m2 for urban contexts where site has access to communal facilities within 1km (markets, town centres, sports fields, playgrounds etc.) 
OR
- 45 m2 for isolated contexts where site is not within 1km reach of local services. 



- Fully waterproofed shelter (no rainwater leakages)
- Natural cross-ventilation with openable windows.
- Adequate privacy ensured – entry/exit door can be securely closed (preferably lockable); windows can be shielded from external voyeurs.   
- Meets minimum Greek fire safety standards.

Age/Gender/Diversity (AGD)-appropriate shelter solutions:
- For mobility-reduced or disabled PoC = wheel-chair accessible (ramps if needed), ≥ 900mm wide doors, disabled-friendly fixtures internally (handrails). Wheelchair turning circle space.
- For UASC – accommodation respects Protection WG minimum standards for UASC in sites.
- If applicable, shelter provides internal privacy between males + females.
VULNERABLE GROUPS (As per Greek Law 4375 Article 14):
a) Unaccompanied minors, 
b) Persons who have a disability or suffering from an incurable or serious illness, 
c) The elderly, 
d) Women in pregnancy or having recently given birth, 
e) Single parents with minor children, 
f) Victims of torture, rape or other serious forms of psychological, physical or sexual violence or exploitation, persons with a post-traumatic disorder, in particularly survivors and relatives of victims of ship-wrecks, 
g) Victims of trafficking in human beings.
