 Jordan is not a signatory to the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees however the GOJ refers to Syrians as “refugees,” and the protection space is considered favorable. UNHCR’s overarching strategic priority in Jordan is to preserve protection space by supporting the government in maintaining an environment whereby persons of concern may exercise their rights. The protection response aims at being pragmatic and sustainable with a two-pronged “camp and urban” approach.
HCR endorses a community-based protection approach that includes community empowerment, mobilization of refugees and implementing joint outreach initiatives for refugee and hosting communities in urban and camp settings. These initiatives help to preserve and promote dignity, self-esteem, productivity and the creative potential of refugees through by mainstreaming age, gender, and diversity. Participatory assessments underpin this mechanism. 

UNHCR through the partner agency will reach out to the POCs in Urban areas across Jordan through refugees and Jordanian volunteers who work in close coordination with various hosting CBOs. These CBOs and volunteers advance protection of POCs and conduct outreach and small scale community activities planned together with the POCs on a monthly basis. The targeted groups are refugees and vulnerable host communities and designed activities contribute towards enhancing peaceful coexistence and identifying vulnerable refugees and ensuring referral for them. The activities are planned and implemented in close coordination with UNHCR Community Services Unit.
