Review of Minutes:
· YTF field exchange visit and meeting will be held at IMC on 2nd February 2016.
· Co-chair attended the Community Mobilisation WG last week.  CMWG is in early phase of discussing feedback from youth who requested a youth-focused community gathering.  Co-chairs to liaise with CMWG as the plans develop.
· BC English course information was shared with the YTF MOM.
· Draft YTF Factsheet was shared by email and feedback received.
· Oliver! Director was put in touch with interested agencies by email.
· Luminus information was included in the MOM.  UNESCO to follow up with Luminus regarding soft copies of application forms, which can be circulated among YTF members.

Action Plan
YTF members discussed the Action Plan for 2016.  The YTF Action Plan for 2015 was used as the basis for discussion.  YTF members will discuss the Action Plan during two dedicated YTF meetings. 
During this meeting, YTF members discussed action points for the first two objectives from the Action Plan 2015:
1. Advocate with donors, implementing agencies, camp and national authorities and advocacy groups for the needs of the youth in the camp and for the implementation of activities that respond to those needs.
2. Coordinate and promote information and resource sharing among key youth actors.

The draft Action Plan will be shared for feedback following discussions in the YTF meetings, so specific points are not included in these MOM.  General notes from the discussion include:
· YTF agreed to dedicate at least one meeting to identifying advocacy points on youth issues.  These could be reviewed (at least every six months) and form the basis of themes of the YTF Factsheet.
· YTF members recognised the role of the Tertiary Education Coordination Group, established in 2015.  In 2016, the YTF could support the TECG with field-level feedback.  TECG co-chairs are active members of the YTF.
· YTF will maintain the focal points network to coordinate with other working groups and raise youth issues in relevant fora.

Nansen Refugee Award: Nominations are invited to the Nansen Refugee Award, which is one of the world’s most prestigious humanitarian prizes and an advocacy platform for UNHCR.  Successful nominees could be individuals or groups (e.g. NGOs), whose work:
· Goes beyond the call of duty;
· Demonstrates courage – they might at times face personal risk for their work;
· Has a direct and positive impact on the lives of refugees, internally displaced or stateless people;
· Is connected to a major displacement issue or situation.

YTF Factsheet: The YTF Factsheet is almost finalized and was discussed in last week’s YTF meeting.  The final draft is to be shared with co-chairs for final review and then circulated.
EDU-SYRIA: An EU-funded scholarship is open for applications.  The fund is administered by the German Jordanian University, with places for Syrians to study bachelor’s degrees at Zarqa University and vocational training at Al-Quds College.  The fund also supports Jordanian students at Yarmouk University.  The deadline for applications is 31st January.  For more information and to apply, see: www.edu-syria.eu or www.ar.edu-syria.eu 
Women’s Empowerment through Sports: Opportunity for women’s empowerment through sports activities was shared with the YTF.  Initial ideas proposed included providing a gym and sports classes for females, and a pre-fab space could also be supplied.  Costs covered would include construction and purchase of materials.  YTF members suggested that UN Women may be interested.  Action Point: Co-chairs to inform UN Women of the potential opportunity.  
NRC YTF Focal Point: NRC informed the YTF that Raed Sawalha, Youth Project Coordinator for Zaatari, will be the YTF focal point on behalf of NRC.  Raed can be emailed by raed.sawalha@nrc.no.  Paul Fean, previous NRC focal point for the YTF, will continue to support the YTF in his role as Youth Project Manager and thanked the members and co-chair for their commitment to supporting Zaatari youth.
