	Introductory remarks about rationale for establishing Task Force on Disabilities
	Action Points

	The meeting followed a more informal discussion that took place before Ramadan. Despite resistance at coordination level to establish a new task force, there is a clear need for its establishment as the group hopes to enable coordination between partners, provide framework mapping and identify gaps in services, all of which are vital in the context of funding cuts and spacing limitations. The Task Force is established for a short term frame.   
	



	Tabling and review of draft ToR/ discussion on expected outputs (deliverables, timeframe, reporting, workplan)
	Action Points

	UNHCR presented the draft ToR. 

Further clarity was needed on who the Task Force aims to serve. It was stressed that individual partners’ funding may focus on different groups than stated in the ToR. The ToR was edited to read ‘refugees and vulnerable host populations’. The need for data sharing and reporting through PROGRES was further highlighted. 

It was decided that a definition of disability needed to be included in the ToR, and the information will be taken from the UN Convention. The Washington Group questions were discussed as being used to identify disability, though not to define it. 

The group agreed not to include a list of disabilities or the severity of disability that will be addressed at this level. 

Community outreach mechanisms will require the training of community workers to identify persons with disability. FPSC are currently holding similar training sessions with other NGOs in Zaatari Camp; the NGO is to report on the experience and share any relevant training material. 

The Task Force will not initially tackle the issue of inclusion, as that is being covered in other sectors, e.g. Protection and Education. It will act as an inter-sector link and will serve as a reference point for addressing the needs of Persons with Disability. 

Data sharing will be done bilaterally, and whether NGOs can have access to PROGRES is to be discussed with the Protection Sector. 

Deliverables regarding protection guidelines will require a prioritization of beneficiaries, and actors can clean up their waiting lists and review their outreach accordingly. The chairs will come up with proposals to be shared at the next meeting. No action to be taken until after the workshop.

	Prioritised list of disabilities services for humanitarian response in Jordan
	Action Points

	A proposed list of disabilities services for humanitarian response in Jordan was passed round for review. It’s relevance to the Task Force was explained; currently there is no agreement of which services should be a priority, no global standards to adhere to and significant gaps in information. By providing such a list, a more focused effort can be established, and the actors can provide important information to donors and for fundraising purposes. 

A workshop will be held on 10th August to create the prioritised list. Special Education will be added to the document following a meeting between Health and Education
