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In March 2015, conflict erupted in Yemen and thousands of refugees and migrants fled to neighbouring countries, including
Oman, Saudi Arabia, Djibouti, Ethiopia, Somalia and Sudan. While the number of new arrivals from Yemen to the Horn of
Africa remained low in 2016 and continues to do so in 2017, the ongoing humanitarian crisis inside the country remains dire.
At the same time, large numbers of refugees and migrants from the Horn make the journey to Yemen.
