GIS Updates:
Raed (NRC) drafted some questions for RefuGIS based on previous mapping exercises that the YTF has done and added a few additional questions to get a full picture of the services mapping in the camp. More than one product is expected out of the process, one of which can be uploaded online. The document will be a live document where any changes can be communicated directly. One product will be intended for YTF members and service providers and one for youth and the community at large in the camp, and one for donors. Paper products will be shared in addition to the online tool in order to share it with youth in the camp as it is a longer process to create an offline product and it would still require youth in the camp to have access to download the tool. 
Most of the questions will be multiple choice in order to unify the services while putting them in the map. There will be a tab for “others” but please inform field staff to try to use the options available so as to indicate as much specific information as possible.
KOBO is the software being used but it can be updated, and also converted to. The products will be in Arabic and English. 
The questionnaire will try to capture the aspects of changing courses etc. The RefuGIS team will comment on the questionnaire as they live in the community and would know well how to gather the information and what is most suitable, i.e. the terminology used to describe where locations are. The map will be shared with UNHCR case management team to enhance referrals to different youth activities and services for youth and to enhance their youth participation.
Action Point: YTF members to inform the people in the field so that they can provide the best information to the RefuGIS team when they are conducting their field visits. They will take coordinates and gather information. The information will be new for the RefuGIS team so please ask colleagues in the field to be holistic in their information that they share and prepare them well for the visits.

Sector updates:
BNLWG: UNHCR signed an agreement with the government to have the work permit work as a leave permit as well. A system has been developed to have a work permit for the individual that will be a card that can be swiped. MoL will have a representative office in the camp where refugees above 18 can apply for a work permit and use it as a leave permit for the agricultural sector (because it is the only sector where refugees can apply themselves in comparison to other sectors, where it is the business itself that has to get the WP).
There is a protection concern that refugees will use the opportunity to apply for agricultural work permits in order to leave the camp and will then go for work in other sectors. If that happened the refugees would be at risk to be caught and possibly sent to Azraq or deported.  Work permit holders have to stay in that sector for at least one year before they can apply to switch to another sector. If a refugee has a work permit for agriculture and wants to work in construction or another sector that is open to refugees, they still cannot switch until one year has passed if they already have a WP for agriculture. 
Action Point: NRC will provide a more in depth session at the next YTF meeting which will be held at RI in D5?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Action Point: Georgie (QS) to raise protection concern at Protection WG meeting. An information campaign with key messages would be needed to inform refugees of this and it should be done with UNHCR and ILO.
Education update:
UNICEF with MoE and Directorate is encouraging parents to fill out complaint forms because MoE cannot follow up without official reports. Parents should contact UNHCR for any complaints. Sergie (UNHCR) is focal person (lavrukhi@unhcr.org).
Elections:
No YTF members put themselves or others forward to be considered of the roles of Chair and Co-Chair of the YTF. UNFPA and NRC reconfirmed their commitment as organisations to continue to lead the YTF and represent it in other fora as relevant. Both NRC and UNFPA as organisations are highly engaged and committed to working with and for young people and as such feel well positioned to continue in this role.
YPEER Trainings:
Two YPEER Basic trainings will be offered to YTF member youth in May by QS, supported by UNFPA. The dates for the first training are 9th to 13th May, and for the second, from Saturday 20th to 24th May. Each YTF member is requested to send up to 5 male/female active youth between 15-24 who are interested in being engaged, are active, are interested in a longer term commitment within the YPEER Network and in conducting YPEER Initiatives and future trainings.  Trainings will be held at QS/UNFPA Youth Center in D4 from 10:00 to 16:00. For more information on the YPEER Network, please see attached summary.

COMPACT:
The UNFPA YTF Chair gave an update to the YTF members about the 2 day meeting for the Global Compact for Youth in Humanitarian Action that she attended in Geneva on the 26th and 27th April. An overview presentation is attached to the minutes for more information. 
AOB
1. A Fashion designer and her colleague attended YTF to understand what is being worked on and where needs are. They work with nature/science and fashion to come up with innovative solutions to problems. One example is using mattresses from Zaatari that have urine (nitrate) in them to grow tomatoes or creating clothing that cleans the air around us by using our own bodies to do so.

The Second lady works with young people who were juvenile offenders and on bringing creativity into their lives and into schools as well. She facilitates conversations with people from different disciplines and faiths to come up with new ideas and solutions. Creating an interfaith book for hotels is one example.
2. FPSC HQ in Madrid has informed UNHCR that they are decreasing services to only essential. It has not yet been defined in terms of what this means for staff and services in the camp. FPSC HQ is still dealing with this with UNHCR directly. For the youth services, it will not have a big impact. The two FPSC projects will be ok. Mark of Hope expressed that they will continue no matter what because they feel they have the skills needed to continue. RI and FPSC have provided them with the trainings they needed. FPSC is trying to understand what the Mark of Hope objectives are and how they can still be supported inside or outside FPSC. The second programme was around community based activities to understand which types of challenges and solutions were in the community. That project is coming to an end. Last performance will be on Wednesday the 3rd May on raising awareness around medication and misuse in coordination with RAF.

3. Cook Book and Story Telling. Dr. Karen Ficher from Seattle University is doing a cook book for Zaatari and will do a training on Wednesday 10th May for 3 hours for Librarians and youth who would like to learn how to tell stories. An email will be sent out with more information by chairs.
