1. RefuGIS progress and activity (UNHCR) 

Jean-Laurent Martin/ UNHCR presented RefuGIS project which was established in 2016 by UNHCR and IRD in partnership with Albalqa’a applied university and Pr.Sumayya University, the project  provides trainings on data collection and mapping to youth from the camp, followed by giving them the chance to apply what they have learnt directly. This project mainly established as a response to the lack of IT education and CFW related opportunities in the camp, as well as the community desire to be more involved in the decision making process. 
RefuGIS has a team of 9 members which is working on the data collection and the mapping. The project’s lab is located in IRD center in D06. The project has 2 stages; first stage is to build the lab and provide trainings, and the 2nd phase is to start analysis and mapping exercises to support programming in the camp.
The first mapping the team has worked on was a shelter mapping, and the next job will be the youth activities mapping. Since the data will be collected on KOBO all the data will be available to everyone. 
Finial product and the questioner will be agreed with the GIS team and YTF co-chairs.
Action Point: YTF chairs will share the youth existing mapping with the RefuGIS team as a source of information and a draft questionnaire.
 YTF chairs shared what are the common tools that they can get from RefuGIS:
· Informative map
· Web mapping 
KOBO system has an advantage of having different languages, so it could be read in Arabic.
Action Point: YTF chairs will put a draft questionnaire, and then share it with the GIS team for feedback.

2. Pen Pals

YTF chair shared a request from an American teacher; where in one of the villages in the US, as they are expected to host Syrian refugees settlement  programme they want to start a PEN Pals activities (Pen Pal are people who regularly write to each other, particularly via postal mail) between their students and the youth in the camp to learn more about the Syrian culture as well as to give the Syrian refugees a chance to learn more about the American culture. 
Action point: Organizations are encouraged to share this with their volunteers and community staff, and if any are interested they can contact Leana/UNFPA to put them in contact with them.

3. Update on British Council training (QS)

British council started the 1st teachers training in Za’atari in April 17th, by having 2 different sessions each one for 4 days/week. Teachers from different organizations were selected to enroll in this training which will end in July. 
4. Upcoming YTF Elections

The nominations for the YTF chairs will be open for 2 weeks, YTF chairs are encouraging everyone interested to apply by preparing a presentation showing why they are interested to apply and present it to the next YTF meeting, after that the elections will take place during the same meeting on the 2nd, May.  

5. Newsletter
