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	Minute 1: Communication from chair
· We are in a state of alert of Ebola with close monitoring of Ebola. Cumulative numbers admitted were 111 out of which 23 were confirmed cases with 75 deaths reported
· District bordering DRC have been trained by WHO/MOH. In refugee hosting communities, there is a risk of relatives crossing borders and the camps are prepared. 

· 8 teams trained in 4 refugee hosting districts. Surveillance and investigations, logistical arrangements and screening at boarder points are on going
	· Need for a Calendar for the monthly coordination meetings


	Minute 2: Updates on Nutrition
· Key stake holders for the FSNA include UNICEF, WFP, MAAIF, UNHCR, OPM, MoH and implementing partners
· The FSNA will identify priority areas for implementation

The FSNA will focus on the following;

· Will determine prevalence of anemia among under, Stunting among children U5, Prevalence of anemia, Coverage of vitamin A supplementation, Coverage of deworming, IYCF practices, Ownership and utilization of mosquito nets, Coverage of ration cards and duration of food rations, Access to WASH, Negative coping strategies, Secondary objectives, ANC enrolment, Coverage of iron and folic acid among pregnant women

Nutrition status of reproductive age women and Mortality rates

Tools

· FSNA questionnaires adapted from UNHCR
· Electronical data capturing will be done
· The tools will be reviewed on 30th AUG at MOH
· A consultant will be hired to conduct the assessment and will train
	·  Need to seek approval of the FSNA form MoH
· Need to have a comparison between refugees and nationals nutrition status
· Include the nutrition status while comparing status of those who receive cash for food and those who receive food assistance.
· Need to have a review of the indicators to make sure they align with nutrition
· Need to have a nutrition stakeholders meeting and work out the details of the FSNA plan
· Need to have preliminary results available before end of October to enable planning for year 2019

· Involve UBOS in the process of planning since it involves statistics on the Host communities and involve all relevant stakeholders

· Nutrition team to convene and provide detailed plan for the FSNA

	Minute 3: Overview of the integrated refugee response plan

· Response plan includes expected population  aligns with the MoH plan for refugees
· The plan will be used for advocacy and resource mobilization
· Self-settled refugees in urban areas and those in prisons compete for services with nationals

· Refugees consume up to 30 – 40% of the referral services at regional hospitals

· Two health systems for refugees exist in the same settings that brings a lot of fragmentation

· Inequitable access to health services, weak integration of services due to integration poor oversight

The objectives of the response plan;

· Increased access and utilization of health services

· Mobilize and improve resources in health services

· Improve coordination and leadership in refugee health response

Guiding principles

· Equity, Integration of services, Government leadership, Universal coverage and Respect
