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General update
CCCM partners have conducted a site-level safety audit in 
Fanole, Central and Dalxiska IDP sections of Kismayo. The 
assessment aims to identify risks in IDP sites and  collects 
information on: WASH, shelter, protection, safety and 
security. 

23 CMC (Camp Management Committees) were 
established in Beletwyne and 35 members of these 
committees were trained on CCCM.   The objective of the 
training was to improve their knowledge and enhance their 
capacity of CCCM to establish their effective coordination 
and collaboration with the CM partner.  

Site maintenance committees (SMCs) were formed in 
Burtinle. Site Maintenance committees are responsible for 
conducting minor upkeep activities throughout their sites. 

Partners conducted an infrastructure mapping and 
assessment in Garowe IDP sites. The goal of the exercise 
is to provide a useful and timely snapshot of the conditions 
of the existing infrastructures.

Partners in Beletwyne have started �ood preparedness 
activities for sites located near the river. These activities 
include providing communities with �ood updates and 
planning infrastructure improvements to withstand 
�ooding. 

Partners started CCCM activities in 24 sites in Danyile 
district of Banadir. CM activities will consist of service 
mapping, capacity building for settlement leaders, site 
planning, and community centers construction to support 
community participation.
