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Government of Japan announces new funding to support to Syrian refugees

Amman, 7 April 2019 - Building on their long term cooperation, the Government of Japan has
committed USD 3.57 million of funding to UNHCR Jordan in 2019 to provide assistance to Syrian
refugees living in urban areas, Zaatari and Azraq refugee camps.

This new funding will allow UNHCR to continue to provide key services, such as healthcare,
community empowerment and capacity building support to the Government of Jordan. The
Government of Japan has been a long term supporter of the Syrian refugee crisis in Jordan and
this generous donation will help to ensure that the protection of all refugees in Jordan is
strengthened; that women’s access to reproductive healthcare is protected and that the
community centers in Zaatari and Azraq camps, which provide a vital space for refugees to gather
and undertake recreational, vocational and social activities, helping to ensure their mental and
emotional welfare, are open and active.

Since the beginning of the Syrian crisis, the Government of Japan has provided USD 59.1 million
to UNHCR in Jordan. In addition, the Government of Japan has also contributed an additional
USD 37 million to Syrian and Iragi regional funding.

Not only the financial contributions, but also Japan has extended its support to Syrian refugees
through various modalities. Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) has been working
with UNHCR to promote livelihood training and income opportunities for refugees through key
initiatives such as electrical training focused on managing the solar power plant within the camps
and self-employment skills training.

In addition, JICA established the ‘Japanese Initiative for the Future of Syrian Refugees’ (JISR)
scholarship programme in collaboration with UNHCR, which has supported 16 Syrian refugees
from Jordan to study at post-graduate schools in Japan. The programme aims to offer higher
education opportunities for 100 Syrian refugees staying in Jordan or Lebanon over five years.

In recognition of Japanese contributions to refugees, UNHCR Representative Stefano Severe
commented:

“As we enter the ninth year of the Syrian crisis, refugees in Jordan continue to face significant
challenges. Japan has been critical donor for UNHCR since the beginning of the crisis and we
are grateful for their continued support in 2019. The funds received will be vital to enable
continued investment in humanitarian services through our community centers, supporting
refugees’ wellbeing and minimizing the physical and emotional difficulties that they are facing.”

Japanese Ambassador H.E. Mr. Hidenao Yanagi commented:

“‘Government of Japan highly values the indispensable role of UNHCR in providing protection,
health care, and livelihood training to the Syrian refugees and has continuously supported the
activities of UNHCR since the onset of the Syrian crisis. Japan advocates the concept of
“‘Humanitarian-Development Nexus” and | hope continued cooperation between UNHCR and
JICA, the implementing organization of Japanese ODA”.
