Services Advisor e  Services Advisor is a tool that acts as a directory for humanitarian services available in

Jordan. It answers to the 3Ws about activities and services available for refugees.
Agencies are responsible for updating their services regularly. Taxonomies are updated
on a yearly basis. All organizations can map their services on the system even if they are
not part of the JRP. The end users are refugees, and it offers translation and mobile
compatible website, and there are different search options according to (location,
service, agency, et.)

e Taxonomy needs reviewing as it currently reflects JRP sector language, rather than
language aimed at refugee users.

e  Basic Needs Taxonomy Task Force was created:

The task force will meet to discuss definitions of projects and services under Basic Needs
