	2. NHF Presentation (CBR Project)

	
NHF presented an Introduction about their work in Jordan and available services; Comprehensive rehabilitation targeting all ages, community-based rehabilitation, CBR as a comprehensive module, depends on the community resource Principle of CBR trough; Inclusion, empowerment and sustainability and inclusion, participation, self-defence, 
Provide brief about objectives of CBR, the most barriers faced by PWD using the four modules to respond to PWD needs, Welfare module, medical module, right based module (not enough (no strategy and no implementation plan), social module. at the end, NHF provided briefing about Sawa (inclusive activity), learning activities for empowering PWD, computer skills at different levels, also having awareness sessions and campaigns.

	4. QIPS Quick Impact Projects (JOHUD and UNHCR)

	
In response for meetings between JOHUD municipalities, ministries, and high council for PWD and the FGDs JOHUD focused on the accessibility plans for people with disabilities in order to design project interventions according to the gap on services and demand. Which give JOHUD an indicator on the importance of supporting the existed services for children with disabilities. JOHUD submitted developing the resource rooms project at schools for UNHCR as a quick impact project, which will take place in Amman, Zarqa, and Irbid. Through the DTF we highlighted the importance of such project as it has long term impact, encouraging other organizations to use the available studies from JOHUD and try to implement one of the studies needed outcomes as a baseline for their future projects. 
 

	5. AOB:

	
· JICA, reported that they are working with MoL in Supporting PWD in livelihood opportunities, conducting training on different projects. 

· UNHCR Zatari, delay in aids provision due to supply issues, withdraw of some health partners raised some concerns, also reporting that they are successful in include PWD with CFW, but still in need for more empowerment. While deferent organization from UNWOMEN and NRC providing training opportunities to PWD and ask for more technical support on how to engage PWD and what type of services can be designed for PWD. 

· Rehab from UNHCR Zatari Camp, stated that they are currently working on Supporting PWD through group of PWD, working in inclusion and providing training, build a project for this. Target PWD who are willing and capable to support their communities through change communities thought and think positively to PWD. 


· JOHUD, Mid-year review, still in process 

· NHF, will share the success stories for CBR project.

· Intersos, waiting MOPIC approval in Aug. 

· Un Ponte Per, reported that they have a project in health and protection will start soon and will soon share their presentation, project to empower PWD. Health for all.

· NHF, continue to provide their services in Urban, Zatari the issue of providing the needed equipment is reported and will be solved soon, hold their intervention to solve the health issues, logistical issues with the supply in relation of provision of medical aids. Looking for coordination with JOHUD between CBR and CSCs. 

· UNRWA, disability inclusion guideline has been established, they started a training for their staff from social workers and other direct staff on how to implement and take PWD in their plans, activate CBR because they are engaging in the social work, training will be delivered later on, while a training to technical department for inclusion of PWD and accessibility, while they are thankful for JICA and HI for their assistance different matters.
