Summary of discussions and decisions

· UNHCR opened the meeting and explained the approach proposed as regards the situation of dismantling of tents and solid structures, composed of the following elements:
· Advocacy: As per agreed upon advocacy messages, with the necessary nuances and adaptations to the specific situation of the Bekaa. A summary was given of the specific advocacy interventions in the Bekaa so far (including also the issue of raids) including with MI and State Security.

· Contingency,

· Communication with refugees – including meetings programmed for tomorrow with refugee volunteers in Arsal and in Zahle.

· MOIM explained the results of discussions with LAF 9th Brigade in Arsal. 9th Brigade announced its decision to start destroying, by 10th of June, all permanent structures inside settlements, including:

· Any brick walls higher than 5 rows of bricks,

· All schools,

· All housing units, ranging from 1,150 (according to IAMP data) to 1,500 (according to data coming from the refugee community).

A deadline of 9th of June has been given to refugees to take down the structures themselves.
