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Nationality of arrivals

Between January and March 2020, 16% of persons who arrived by sea originated from Bangladesh, followed by Algeria (11%), Cote
d'lvoire (11%), Sudan (9%), Somalia (6%), Tunisia (6%), Morocco (5%), Guinea (5%), Mali (4%), Iraq (3%). In the same period last year,
the most common nationalities of sea arrivals were Tunisia, Algeria, Irag, Bangladesh, Guinea, Senegal, Somalia, Islamic Republic of
Iran, Eritrea and Nigeria. In March, there was an increase (130%) of Tunisian arrivals (60) compared to February (26).
